The competition, held annually as part of the Marianas Visitors Authority’s Taste of The Marianas International Food Festival & Beer Garden, will feature up to eight chefs competing under this year’s theme, “Chinese Style Beef.”

Contestants must use Certified Angus Beef® sirloin flap and at least three local ingredients from Garapan Public Market.  All cooking and cutting must be done on the spot.  

““This year’s competition will test the culinary skills and creativity of our junior chefs as they endeavor to prepare Chinese Style Beef, which involves exploring new flavor profiles and recipes. This promises to be an exciting challenge!” said lead organizer Executive Chef Samson Tan of Grandvrio Resort Saipan, who took the leadership reins of the event following the departure of long-time lead organizer Executive Chef Gabriele Colomobo, formerly of Hyatt Regency Saipan.  “We also want to extend a big thank you to our partner Triple J Five Star Wholesale, who consistently provides Certified Angus Beef® for this annual competition and helps organize the event each year.
